Veteran Bitch (7-9yrs) (9,3)
1. Whitaker-Crosby Mulcair Meerkat Marble JW ShCM BVB
8 yr pale fawn with a good outline Unsettled movement initially but steadied and moved out well.
2. Glaholm Gazenorth Gan Canny
7 yr fawn of nice size withgood length and moved out smartly
3. Chappel Blueflight Ice Maiden
Veteran Bitch (10+) (2,1)
1. Chant Derohan Beyond Desire
10 yr brindle parti. Pleasant outline with good front & profile movement.
Minor Puppy Bitch (19,5)
1. Conway & Oakden Spawood Gentle Touch
7½ mnth red brindle consistent front & rear movement. good length. She really is still a baby and has time to mature into something special
2. Wilton-Clark Shalfleet Sweet Cloe
7½ mnth white with brindle patches. A shapely & promising puppy however her movement let her down a little today. Good angulation, I will be interested to see how she develops
3. Fryer Osterfen Lakota at Stonefox
Puppy Bitch (15,3)
1. Rees Kierpark Dancing Queen BPB BPIS
10 mnth fawn & white. Good head & forequarters, good length and well angulated rear. Excellent movement all round. I was pleased to award her BPB& BPIS (with co-judge Jo Boughton-White)
2. Brown & Duckett Crosscop Lullaby
9 mnth fawn handled by her breeder. Another youngster who needs time to come into her own. Not quite as shapely as 1st but very promising
3. Whitaker-Crosby Mulcair Dun and Dusted
Junior Bitch (11,5)
1. Howgate & Hull Palmik Lady Guinevere
Just 12 mnth Brindle & white parti. Shapely bitch with good front quarters and a deep chest. Nicely arched into powerful rear and with good angulation. Moved out well all ways.
2. Ellis Railfield Quatrain
Another at just 12 mnth. Shapely fawn with good head & neck flowing into her lovely shoulders. Her movement was not as positive as 1st
3. Marston-Pollock Cornstalk Dream on At Falconcrag
Yearling Bitch (12,4)
1. Morris, Waddel & Mycroft Crosscop Candle in the Wind to Supeta
A lovely sized fawn bitch oftop quality, good length and excellent outline. Flowing S lines throughout. 
2. Jones Jothryn Guilty Pleasure
Another lovely sized fawn bitch of high quality. Not quite as shapely as 1st both 1st& 2ndhad excellent movement which made decision particularity difficult
3. Service & Poole Crosscop Proud Mary
Maiden Bitch (15,6)
1. Gillespie Penbriar Chit Chat
Red fawn with lovely outline, deep chest and flowing S lines, with very good movement all round. 
2. Whitaker-Crosby Mulcair Dun and Dusted
Fawn, not as shapely as 1st Very good profile movement and good movement all ways.
3. Grisoli Loroli Lady Lakeside
Sp Beginners Bitch (10,3)
1. Chant Florancy Beyond All Doubt
Brindle of good length and moved well Pleasing outline with good head & shoulders. Stood out in this class.
2. Saxby Runaround Amazing Grace with Sandspring
Fawn with white trim Nice shape and positive movement. 
3. Wood Elmanash Mist Othe Moon
Graduate Bitch (19,4)
1. Howgate & Hull Palmik Lady Guinevere
(See Junior)
2. Green & Halliday Brochinbelle a Wee Floosie
Fawn of good length, not as shapely as 1st Nice front quarters and good rear angulation. Moved like she owned the ring.
3. Conway & Oakden Falconcrag Temptress
Post Graduate Bitch (19,8)
1. Fisher Marleben Dream Maker
Fawn of good outline and size. Nicely angulated rear which helped her move positively around the ring.
2. Meakin Oakbark More Than Magic
Shapely fawn more finely built that 1st and more shapely. 2nd also moved well around the ring. Quite a difficult choice between these two bitches
3. Chant Florancy Beyond All Doubt
Mid Limit Bitch (10,3)
1. Wilton-Clark Shalfleet Bridget Jones CC BIS
A stunning quality red-brindle who came into her own on the table and round the ring. A lovely, shapely feminine bitch with an outline that reminded me of several Ch.’s of the past.
Feminine head, flowing neck and shoulders, well filled front, deep chest and full of curves. What a turnaround from the initial line-up to CC & BIS (in agreement with my co-judge).
2. Howgate & Hull Bryntreia Whispering Love at Palmik
Another top quality parti bitch who was unfortunate to meet the winner today. Very shapely  lady, very feminine head, good fill & deep chest, correct movement all ways as expected from this kennel. 
3. Place & Halliday Aarminias She’s a Belter
Limit Bitch (20,5)
1. Glaholm Gazenorth Secret Identity
Feminine fawn bitch, good shape & size, good forequarters, spring of rib and flowing underline, good muscling behind powering her around the ring 
2. McConkey Barmoll Baileys on Ice
Pale fawn of nice size & lovely outline, well constructed and she moved well all ways around the ring.
3. Newton Nevedith Beau Peep
Open Bitch (13,5) Another really difficult decision 
1. Green & Halliday Ch Collooney Queen of Dragons with Brochinbell JW ShCM RCC
A shapely & feminine fawn-parti that I have liked from a puppy. Good head and expression, correctly constructed front quarters, good spring of rib, flowing lines and well-muscled rear aiding her to move well all ways. Awarded her BPIB when last I judged bitches and was pleased to see how well she has developed through the intervening years.
2. Sykes Ch Veredon Another Rose
A correctly shaped feminine brindle bitch, correctly constructed all round, full of lovely S curves, fabulous profile movement with no exaggeration and so correct coming & going. It really was ‘nitpicking time’ between these two outstanding top quality bitches.
