Minor Puppy Dog (5,1)
1. Dillon & Bailey’s Collooney Eat My Shorts. 6 month old brindle white trim who stood out in the class from the minute he stepped in the ring. Lovely head and the sweetest of expressions with dark eye and a good strong underjaw. Lovely neck flowing into well laid back shoulder and good return of upper arm. Nice deep chest and good length of rib with strong loin. Excellent topline and underline giving a lovely curvy outline. Good rear angulation with firm muscle and good second thigh. He excelled on the move with effortless reach and drive whilst holding his topline and being true fore and aft. One to watch for the future and I was delighted to award him BPIS.
2. McConkey’s Barmoll Billy Joel. Quality 6 month old Fawn white trim. Lovely head and expression with good neck into well laid back shoulders. Good front and rear angulations with overall balance. Nice depth of chest, length of rib and loin. Good feet and pasterns. Moved true for and aft with good drive and reach but just lost topline whilst moving.
3. Perkin’s Zeglynn Hello You.
Puppy Dog (2,0)
1. Wilton-Clark’s Shalfleet Chasing The Wind. 10 month old Brindle white trim. Good for size. Nice head eye and expression. Good lay of shoulder and return of upper arm with nice fill in front. Good rear angulation with well let down hocks. Would have preferred a little more topline. Won this class on his excellent profile movement with good reach and drive.
2. Webber’s Denimblue Willdo. 9 month old Blue white trim. Lovely head eye and expression and strong underjaw. Well balanced dog with lovely curves throughout stood on a larger frame. Good lay of shoulder and return of upper arm and nice deep chest. Lovely topline and underline. Good bend of stifle and well laid down hocks with neat feet. Sound mover in profile and true fore and aft. It was a close decision between 1st & 2nd in the class.
Junior Dog (6,3)
1. Morton & Morgan’s Crosscop Whos The Daddy at Cotherstone. Quality fawn white trim. Good head and expression. Lovely long neck into well laid shoulders and good return of upper arm with good fill in front. Good length of rib and loin with lovely deep chest and flowing topline and underline giving that lovely ‘S’ shape. Strong thigh and good second thigh with well let down hocks. Very sound on the move with an easy free flowing stride, true for and aft.
2. Boner & Hadfield’s Brochinbelle A Wee Dream at Helgen. Fawn and white trim with a lovely head and expression. Good front angulations with good lay back of shoulder and return of upper arm. Excellent depth of chest with legs set well under the body giving good fill in front. Good top line and underline with lovely curves. Good rear angles and good bend of stifle. Moved true for and aft but let himself down a little in profile movement where he could have had more drive.

1. McConkey’s Barmoll Billy Joel. As per MPD
Novice Dog (1,0)
1. Beccy Atkinson’s Jaxbybelles Eli. Fawn Brindle with a good head and expression. Nice neck leading into well laid back shoulders. Could have done with a little more return of upper arm. Nice feet and good spring of pastern. Nice deep chest and lovely topline and underline with good length of rib. Firm muscle in rear with good second thigh. Sound fore and aft but could have done more in profile movement.
Graduate Dog (5,2)
1. Shepherd’s Kidaruka It’s Showtime at Oxana JW. Lovely quality red fawn and white trim. Excellent overall shape with flowing lines throughout. Masculine, yet elegant head and eye leading into a lovely neck. Good shoulder and return of upper arm with legs set well under body with good spring of pastern. Nice spring and length of rib and strong loin. Good bend of stifle and well let down hocks with good muscle tone. Very sound on the move with good reach and drive.
2. Vaitekunaite’s Jasarat Rum Punch. Another quality fawn white trim. Lovely overall shape and balance. Good head with sweet expression and strong under jaw. Good shoulders and return of upper arm with good fill in front. Deep chest and lovely topline and underline. Strong thigh and second thigh with a good bend of stifle. Good in profile movement.
3. Perkin’s Dejare Dutch Master Piece at Zeglynn.
Limit Dog (5,0). A lovely class to judge.
1. Rishworth’s Collooney The Big Tease. Brindle white trim, stallion of a male with a lovely flowing outline who stood out in this class. Masculine head with a sweet and kind expression, darkest of eye and strong under jaw. Lovely long neck leading into well laid back shoulders and return of upper arm giving a good fill in front. Legs well set under body and good spring of pastern. Super topline and under line with flowing curves throughout. Strong rear with firm muscle, good bend of stifle and good second thigh. He really excelled on the move with his free and easy movement, long and low reach in front and powerful drive from behind. He was perfectly true coming and going. He didn’t put a foot wrong all day and did his owner proud. I was delighted to award him BD and RBIS which were well deserved.
2. Byron’s Jasarat Gucci. Fawn and white parti. Lovely balanced dog with plenty of quality and smoothest of coats. Lovely head and expression with long neck leading into well laid back shoulders. Good front angulations and fill in front. Nice flowing lines and firm muscle. Would of just like a little more bend of stifle. Good profile movement with reach and drive.
3. Yeates & Winter’s Lolani Cafe Amore.
Open Dog (3,1)
1. Wilton-Clark’s Shalfleet Toy Story. Red brindle and white of good size with a lovely overall shape. Lovely head with sweet expression. Good neck leading into well laid back shoulders. He has the best of fronts with all the right angles and good fill. Legs well set under his body with good pasterns. Lovely deep chest with good topline and underline. Lovely profile movement and true for and aft. Well deserved RBD.
2. Perkin’s Southgrove Keep It Moving at Zeglynn. Fawn male of good size. He has a lovely expression but would prefer a stronger under jaw. Good lay of shoulder and return of upper arm and nice spring of pastern. Deep chest with good spring of rib. A little long in second thigh which led to him being a little close behind moving away.
Special Beginners Dog (3,1)
1. Royle & Fricke’s Chiendetom Andante.Fawn white trim with a nice overall shape. A good head and neck leading into well laid back shoulder and return of upper arm. Good length of rib and strong loin. Nice firm muscle in rear but too long in second thigh which led to close movement from behind.
2. Perkin’s Jasarat Jetsetter at Zeglynn ShCM. Brindle white trim. Nice head and expression with strong under jaw. Good lay of shoulder but a little short in upper arm causing him to be high stepping in front profile movement. Nice deep chest with a good top line and underline and strong hind quarters.
Special Racing/Lure Coursing (4,1)
1. Yeates & Winter’s Zoraden Bright Star. Lovely quality Fawn and white parti of good size and great overall balance. Lovely head, eye and expression. Nice long neck leading into well laid shoulders and return of upper arm and good pasterns. Good depth of chest with well sprung rib and strong loin. Lovely topline and underline with strong hind quarters. Good bend of stifle and second thigh with well let down hocks. Very sound profile movement with free and easy movement, true for and aft.
2. Leathart’s Ringmore Dalrymple. Fawn male with a slighter build to 1. Nice head and expression and lovely neck into well laid shoulders. Could do with a better return of upper arm and as such not the best movement in front profile movement. Good depth of chest, underline and topline with nice bend of stifle and firm muscle.
3. Atkinson’s Jaxbybelle Hoppity Hop.
Veteran Dog & Bitch (10,4)
1. Whitaker-Crosby’s Mulcair Meerkat Marble JW ShCM. Pale fawn bitch of lovely quality throughout just short of 9 years but still in great shape and fitness. She has a lovely overall shape and curves. Lovely head eye and sweet expression. Her front assembly is text book, great angulations, lay of shoulder and return of upper arm and fill in front, so smooth to go over. Deep chest and good spring of rib and strong loin. Firm muscle in rear with excellent width of thigh, bend of stifle and second thigh with well let down hocks. She floated around the ring with ease, very sound in all directions. She was a delight to judge and a pleasure to award BVIS.
2. Byron’s Padstian Pip In New York. 7.5yr old Fawn with white trim dog with a lovely overall shape. Nice head and expression, would have preferred a little stronger under jaw. Good shoulders, return of upper arm and good spring in pastern. Nice topline and underline. Firm muscle and good bend of stifle. Sound profile movement and true fore and aft.
3. Handley’s Lawleymoon First Love.
Minor Puppy Bitch (8,3)
1. Gillespie’s Penbriar Beewitched. 7 month old black bitch of super quality. A short fine coat that felt like silk and gleamed. She caught my eye as soon as she entered the ring. Lovely head with an alert expression. Super neck with lovely crest leading into well laid back shoulders and return of upper arm. She has a deep chest for one so young with good fill in front. Super topline and underline, plenty of rib and strong loin. Strong rear quarters with firm muscle and good bend of stifle and well let down hocks. Very sound moving for one so young with good drive and forward reach in profile and fore and aft.
2. Reed & Pace’s Dejare A Dash Of Hope. 7 month old fawn and white parti of lovely quality. Nice head eye and underjaw. Good front assembly with good lay of shoulder and return of upper arm. Good length of rig and loin with lovely topline and underline. Good width of thigh with firm muscle and good second thigh. Very sound in profile movement
3. Leathart’s Ringmore Iona.
Puppy Bitch (9,3) A lovely quality puppy class, probably the best class of the day. As each one entered the ring I kept saying to myself, I like that one, and that one, and that one…. The places could easily have changed on another day.
1. Maxwell’s Maccus Rosa Gallica Daphne. A lovely quality fawn bitch of 10 months old. Super head and expression and neat ears. Nice long neck leading into well laid back shoulders and good return of upper arm. Good length of and spring of rib with deep chest and good fill in front. Legs set well under body with good spring of pastern. Super topline and underline giving a lovely overall curvaceous shape. Good width of thigh with firm muscle, good second thigh and well let down hocks. Good width and true coming and going with free easy profile movement.
2. Short’s Collooney The Little Tease. Pale fawn brindle parti who fought hard for top honours in this class. Lovely head and expression with dark eye and strong underjaw. Super neck leading into smooth well laid back shoulders and good return of upper arm. Legs set well under body with good bone and good spring of pastern. Nice deep chest with good length and spring of rib and strong loin. Strong rear quarters with good width in thigh, firm muscle, good second thigh and well let down hocks. Her profile movement was simply effortless, with long, low stride and excellent drive, I could watch her run around all day. True fore and aft.
3. Newton’s Nevedith El Ite.
Junior Bitch (5,1)
1. Lipscombe’s Selinko Honeysuckle. Quality fawn & white with a lovely overall shape and balance. Nice head with a lovely expression. Good nick into well laid back shoulders and return of upper arm. Strong pasterns with spring and tight feet. Nice deep chest with good tuck up and good topline giving an overall lovely shape. Good muscle, strong thigh and good bend of stifle. Sound fore & aft with free easy movement in profile.
2. McConkey’s Barmoll Blue Bayou. Nice quality blue with a lovely overall shape. Nice head, neck and shoulders with good bone and spring of pastern. Good front assembly, well laid back shoulder and return of upper arm with legs set well under body.Free and easy on the move but lost topline a little in profile.
3. Blake’s Silkridge In A Moment.
Maiden Bitch (4,3)
1. Graham’s Keep A Knocking of Ohoka. Fawn with white trim. Nice head and lovely long neck. Good shoulders and return of upper arm. Lovely deep chest and tiuk up. Not enough topline for me which spoiled the overall outline. A little close behind moving away but good in profile movement.
Novice Bitch (7,3)
1. McConkey’s Barmoll Blue Bayou. As per JB.
2. Blake’s Silkridge In A Moment. Fawn Brindle. Nice head and expression. Would like a stronger underjaw. Lovely long neck but could’ve a better lay of shoulder and return of upper arm. Nice deep chest and good underline, topline falls away a bit too much for me. Good strong hind quarters with firm muscle and good bend of stifle. True for and aft and good in profile movement.
3. Leathart’s Ringmore Iona.
Graduate Bitch (6,1)
1. Service & Poole’s Crosscop Proud Mary. A super quality fawn and white parti who I have admired from the ringside. She has great overall balance and shape. Lovely head, strong under jaw, sweet expression and soft fine ears. Lovely long and elegant neck with a lovely crest. Smooth, well laid back shoulder and good return of upper arm with legs well set under body and elbows well tucked in. Good bone and strong pasterns with plenty of spring. Lovely underline and topline with good length of loin. Strong well muscled thigh and second thigh with good bend of stifle leading into well let down hocks. She is very sound on the move, true fore and aft and free and easy in profile. Handled well. Very pleased to award her RBB.
2. Wood’s Crosscop She’s A Lady at Ardencote. Nice quality fawn with white trim. Lovely head and expression with a strong under jaw. Well laid back shoulder and good return of upper arm and good fill in front. Nice deep chest and good tuck up giving a pleasing underline. Good length of loin, but has a tendency to lose her topline especially on the move. Good strong hind quarters with good bend of stifle and well let down hocks. Sound movement in all directions.
3. Handley’s Lawleymoon First Love.
Limit Bitch (7,4)
1. Morris, Waddle, Mycroft & Mycroft’s Crosscop Candle In The Wind to Supeta. Exquisite fawn bitch with a super flowing outline and perfect for size. She oozes breed type and is full of quality throughout. Lovely femine head with a sweet expression and neat ears. elegant ly long neck with crest leading into the smoothest of shoulders. Her front assembly is perfect with a good return of upper arm and well tucked in elbows with legs set well under the body and good spring of pastern. Deep chest with lovely fill in front, good length of rib with plenty of spring giving plenty of heart room. A lovely underline, well tucked up, and flowing topline with good length of loin giving the desirable ‘S’ curve. Strong well muscled thigh with a good bend of stifle and well let down hocks and neat feet. Not only does she excel stood, she excels in movement, true fore and aft and effortless profile movement with good reach and drive. She is a future star and I’m sure she will make it all the way. Without hesitation she was my Best Bitch and Best of Breed today.
2. Perkin’s Southgrove Kiss From A Rose at Zeglynn. Fawn with white trim. Lovely head and expression with good underjaw and neat ears. Nice neck into well laid back shoulders but could do with a better return of upper arm. Good bone and nice spring of pastern. Nice length of rib, good length of loin and good underline, did tend to fall away a little for me, otherwise a nice overall shape. Nice strong hindquarters with good bend of stifle and good second thigh standing all square. Moved with drive
3. Conway & Oakden’s Falconcrag Temptress.
Open Bitch (9,3)
1. Whitaker-Crosby’s Crosscop May Be One More at Mulcair JW. Fawn and white bitch with a lovely overall shape and balance. Lovely femine head and expression with strong under jaw and well set ears. Good neck leading into well laid back shoulders and return of upper arm. Legs set well under her body with good spring of pastern and tight feet. Nice deep chest with good length of rib. Lovely underline and topline giving her lovely curves throughout. Strong hindquarters with good muscle and strong second thigh. Moved soundly fore and aft with good reach and drive in profile.
2. Morris, Waddle, Mycroft & Mitchell’s Crosscop Just What I Need. Fawn with white trim of good size. Nice head and expression. Lovely elegant neck with a crest leading into well laid back shoulder and return of upper arm. Legs set well under her body with well tucked in elbows and good spring of pastern. Nice deep chest and good fill in front. Nice length of loin and good bend of stifle. A little too long in second thigh for me which make her stand over a lot of ground but can lend to her falling away a little. Really good front extension but loses topline whilst moving.
3. Perkin’s Southgrove Kiss From A Rose at Zeglynn.
Special Beginners Bitch (3,1)
1. Handley’s Lawleymoon First Love. 8 year old brindle with white trim. Lovely overall shape with a nice head and expression. Good neck, shoulder and return of upper arm. Lovely deep chest and good fill in fron. Nice topline and good bend of stifle. Moved very soundly for one of this age.
2. Graham’s Keep A Knocking of Ohoka. As per MB.
